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about peop le w h o have c o m m i t t e d s u i c i d e , w h i c h to 
B a r b a r a is p r e j u d i c i a l a n d d e t a c h e d . W a n n w i t z d e ­
scr ibes s u i c i d e as " emba r ra s s ing a n d tasteless." T h e 
r e su l t i ng scene , w h i c h B a r b a r a causes at the c o m p a n y 
pa r t y , demonst ra tes the s i g n i f i c a n t p e r s o n a l i t y c o n f l i c t s 
be tween these two charac t e rs . T h e scene i t s e l f does 
not appear , at f i r s t g l ance , to be s i g n i f i c a n t . It 
p roves , h o w e v e r , to be a t u r n i n g p o i n t f o r B a r b a r a , 
whose l o v e r , B u r k h a r d , s ides w i t h W a n n w i t z i n th is 
mat te r , a fac t f o r w h i c h B a r b a r a c a n no t f o r g i v e h i m . 

B a r b a r a ' s s e n s i t i v i t y to the s u b j e c t o f s u i c i d e a p ­
pears at once s i l l y a n d t r i t e . T h e s i g n i f i c a n c e o f th is 
scene becomes m u c h m o r e appa r en t to the r eade r as 
Ba rba ra ' s p e r sona l i t y u n f o l d s . S h o r t l y b e f o r e the scene 
w i t h W a n n w i t z , Ba rba ra ' s c lose f r i e n d H a n n e l o r e c o m ­
m i t t e d s u i c i d e , a n o c c u r r e n c e w h i c h t r o u b l e d B a r b a r a 
deep l y . B a r b a r a k n e w that H a n n e l o r e was h a v i n g 
e m o t i o n a l d i f f i c u l t i e s t r y i n g to c o p e w i t h the r e j e c t i o n 
o f her l e sb i an l ove r . B u r k h a r d k n e w o f B a r b a r a ' s 
a t tachment to H a n n e l o r e , yet was u n a w a r e o f H a n -
nelore 's p r o b l e m s . Desp i t e r epea ted p r o d d i n g b y B a r ­
bara , B u r k h a r d r e fused to pos tpone t h e i r t r i p to v i s i t 
his parents . B a r b a r a is unab l e to c o n q u e r he r f e e l ings 
o f g u i l t , w h i c h she also p a r t i a l l y a t t r i bu t es to B u r k ­
h a r d . It is B u r k h a r d ' s s i d i n g w i t h W a n n w i t z , desp i t e 
his k n o w l e d g e o f H a n n e l o r e ' s s u i c i d e , w h i c h B a r b a r a 
sees as be t raya l - - unab l e to c o m e to t e rms w i t h B u r k ­
hard 's ac t i ons , she severs a l l t ies. 

T h i s b r i e f s u m m a r y c a n not b e g i n to d e s c r i b e the 
c o m p l i c a t e d w e a v i n g o f events i n A r l t ' s n o v e l . T h e 
nov e l is rep le te w i t h f l a s h b a c k s a n d re f e rences to 
Ba rba ra ' s past, w h i c h o f t en at f i r s t g l ance do not 
appear to have r e l evance to the s to ry . T h i s is a n o v e l 
w h i c h requ i res the c lose a t t en t i on o f the r eader , w h o 
u p o n f i n i s h i n g the n o v e l , must a t t empt to p u t together 
a l l o f the p ieces i n o r d e r to g rasp the b r o a d e r p i c t u r e 
w h i c h the nov e l presents . 

A r l t is a n exce l l en t , a l t h o u g h o f t en c o m p l e x s t o r y ­
te l l e r , whose c o m m a n d o f the l anguage serves to e x ­
pose the reader to B a r b a r a ' s i n n e r m o s t emo t i ons . T h e 
reason f o r the i n t e n s i t y o f B a r b a r a ' s e m o t i o n a l i n v o l v e ­
ment w i t h B u r k h a r d a n d H a n n e l o r e is s l o w l y r evea l ed 
by desc r i p t i ons o f he r c h i l d h o o d a n d y o u t h - - a f a ther 
who deser ted his f a m i l y to l i v e i n the West , w h e r e he 
d i e d ; a mo the r w h o c o u l d n ' t l ove B a r b a r a e n o u g h ; the 

i n a b i l i t y to be a c c ep t ed b y he r peers; var i ous u n s u c ­
cess fu l a f f a i r s w i t h m e n . T h e l a c k o f love i n Ba rba ra ' s 
c h i l d h o o d a n d y o u t h r e su l t ed i n the intense d e v o t i o n to 
those w h o are i m p o r t a n t to he r . 

T h e p e r s o n a l i t y c o n f l i c t b e tween B a r b a r a a n d M r . 
W a n n w i t z is a necessary e l emen t o f contrast f o r the 
s tory . W a n n w i t z is a f u n c t i o n a r y o f the State, a s t u b ­
b o r n , o n e - s i d e d c h a r a c t e r , w h o as the boss, is a lways 
r i gh t . H e is no t o p e n to sugges t i on o r w i l l i n g to 
accept the ideas o r f e e l ings o f o thers . T h e o p p o s i t i o n 
r e su l t i ng b e tween B a r b a r a a n d M r . W a n n w i t z is perhaps 
most e v i d e n t i n the mot tos w h i c h A r l t a t t r ibutes to 
the i r v e r y d i f f e r e n t l i ves : M r . W a n n w i t z speaks a lways 
o f "d ie große Sache " , w h i l e B a r b a r a counters w i t h "das 
k l e ine L e b e n " . T h i s c l e a r l y demonstra tes the c o n f l i c t 
w h i c h c a n ar i se i n a soc i e t y w h e r e there is o p p o s i t i o n 
be tween the State a n d the emo t i ons o f the people .

F o u r years la te r , 
h o w e v e r , B e r k e s has r eve rsed h i s v i e w on p r i v a c y a n d 
extends a n i n t i m a t e s e l f - p o r t r a i t w i t h E i n e s c h l i m m e 
L i e b e , a c o l l e c t i o n o f d i a r y entr i es f o r the years 1984 
and 1985. A l o n g w i t h the ent r i es is a de ta i l ed d e ­
s c r i p t i o n o f B e r k e s ' f a s c i n a t i o n w i t h the l i f e a n d w o r k s 
o f the F r e n c h poet I s idore Ducasse ( 1846-70 ) , better 
k n o w n as L a u t r e a m o n t . T h e d i a r y f o l l ows t w o m a i n 
l ines: the f i r s t i n c l u d e s facts a n d dates f r o m L a u t r e a -
mont ' s b i o g r a p h y , a l ong w i t h B e r k e s ' r ea t ion to " L e s 
chants d e M a l d o r o r , " passages o f w h i c h he quotes at 
l ength ; the s e c o n d r evo l ves a r o u n d the most ly m u n d a n e , 
e v e r yday events o f B e r k e s ' l i f e w i t h his f r i e n d M a r t i n , 
to w h o m the b o o k is d ed i c a t ed . N o t i n f r e q u e n t l y do 
these t w o courses in tersec t o r r u n para l l e l to one 
ano ther , as B e r k e s a t tempts to d o c u m e n t the l i f e and 
l i t e ra ry endeavo r s o f L a u t r e a m o n t and h i m s e l f , bo th 
c h r o n i c a l l y i l l , b o t h h o m o s e x u a l , b o t h outs iders . Just
