In contrast, populations in Asia, Europe, and South America are anticipated to experience a slight decline by 2100, while Africa’s population is projected to surge to 3.9 billion (Dyvik, 2024). This demographic shift will likely result in a rise in the number of African youth and scholars seeking educational opportunities abroad (Institute of International Education, 2022). Consequently, African nations and the international community must take proactive steps to update educational systems, policies, practices, and curricula.
